In a bid to fast-track the
ongoing survey and with the
government’s commitment to
provide homes for every
Dharavikar, survey teams are
engaging with upper-floor
tenement holders - con-
sidered the beneficiaries
under the Dharavi
Redevelopment Project
(DRP).

Traditionally, upper floor
tenements in slums are con-
sidered illegal and excluded
from SRA projects. However,
according to a Government
Resolution  (GR)  dated
October 4, 2024, all upper-
floor residential tenement
holders in Dharavi residing
there as of November 15, 2022,
are eligible for rehabilitation

under a  hire-purchase
scheme.
Under the scheme, bene-

ficiaries will receive 300
square feet homes outside
Dharavi, but within the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region
(MMR), at a nominal cost.
Recently, Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis
announced in the assembly
that these tenement holders
would have to pay this cost
over 12 years. Ownership of
the unit will be transferred

Most upper-floor
occupants lack
official data, making
affidavits a practical
alternative, as shown
in GR of last year

after the payment period.
Residents may also opt for a
lump-sum payment at any
point during the 12 years to
obtain legal ownership. The
rent and unit cost will be
determined and collected by
the government.

However, as per reports it
has been alleged that affida-
vits are being forcefully
obtained from ground-floor
residents to disqualify them
from eligibility. This has
sparked concerns and con-
fusion among Dharavi resi-
dents.

Navbharat Mega
Developers Private Limited
(NMDPL), the special purpose
vehicle (SPV) formed to carry
out the project, clarified the
issue. "Affidavits are being col-
lected strictly in accordance
with the GR dated October 4,
2024. These are meant to
establish the eligibility of
upper-floor  residents  for
rehabilitation outside
Dharavi,” a spokesperson said.

As per the GR, upper-floor

residents must furnish at least
one of the following docu-
ments to prove their occu-
pancy: Electricity bill, regis-
tered sale or rent agreement,
Aadhaar card, ration card,
passport showing the floor
number, or an affidavit certi-
fied by the eligible ground-
floor resident.

According to DRP tender
conditions, it is the SPV's
responsibility to rehabilitate
all qualified ineligible ten-
ement holders  outside
Dharavi, but within MMR.

As per the latest survey
data, nearly one lakh struc-
tures have been physically
mapped. Of these, approxi-
mately 94,500 have been
assigned unique identification
numbers, around 88,000 have
been  digitally mapped
through LiDAR, and house-
hold surveys have been com-
pleted for nearly 70,000 ten-
ements.

As per the eligibility crite-
ria, ground-floor residents
who settled in Dharavi before
January 1, 2000, will be eligible
for a 350sqft home within
Dharavi at no cost. Those who
settled between January |,
2000, and January 1, 2011, will
receive a 300sqft home out-
side Dharavi at a cost of Rs2.5
lakh, under the Pradhan
Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY).

Pragmatism is redefining India-Sri Lanka relations

RIME MINISTER Narendra Modi's
visit to Sri Lanka from April 4 to 6
was his fourth official visit to the
island nation in the last 1o years.
He is also the first foreign leader to visit
the country since the Janatha Vimukthi
Peramuna (JVP)-led National People’s
Power (NPP) alliance came to power in
September 2024. While economic conditions
mandated the new Sri Lankan government
to pragmatically engage with its neighbour,
the recent visit of the Indian prime minister
demonstrated improving ties between the
countries. Both governments seem more
forthcoming in engaging and understanding
each other’s interests and concerns.
When Sri Lanka descended into a multi-
faceted crisis in late 2021, India strategised
a four-pillar initiative to help itsisland
neighbour. It focused on assisting the country
with emergency supplies (food, medicine,
fuel, etc) through aid and credit lines; helped
with balance of payment through currency
swaps, and debt restructuring; pushed for
modernisation and development of the
Trincomalee oil farms; and facilitated Indian
investments in sectors of energy, logistics,

connectivity, infrastructure, and ports.
These four pillars were intended to

further Indian interests, promote regional
security, address Sri Lanka's immediate and
long-term concerns, and promote people-
centric development.

By the ninth presidential election, this
assistance stood at $4 billion. Given the
magnitude of assistance and India’s
economic clout, presidential candidate
Anura Dissanayake recognised the
need for a productive engagement with India.
His promises of making Sri Lanka a hub of
trade, tourism, and logistics could be fulfilled
only by ensuring good ties with Delhi.

This closely coincided with Delhi’s push

for grants and investment-led growth in

Sri Lanka. As aresult, following his victory,
India was his maiden destination fora
foreign visit. In a very brief period, he has
fostered close personal ties with the Indian
leadership and grandly welcomed

Modi to Sri Lanka. Dissanayake also awarded
the country’s highest civilian honour to Modi
during his visit. On multiple occasions, both
leaders have referred to the other as “friend”.

During this two-day visit, India and
Sri Lanka signed seven MoUs, cementing
this grant and investment-led partnership.
One MoU promoted inter-grid connectivity
for the import/export of power—which will
ensure energy security and revenues for Sri
Lanka. Another MoU was related to the multi-
sectoral grant assistance for Eastern Province,
worth 2.37 billion LKR ($8 million) and
covering over 33 projects related to education,
health, agriculture, fisheries, etc. Besides,
in the last six months, India has converted
over $100 million of its loans to grants
used for socio-economic and infrastructure
development, such as renovating the
Kankesanthurai Port in Jaffna, and rail

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connectivity. It has also offered a grant of
$780 million to Sri Lanka, $265 million of
which has been used for over 40 projects in
the last 10 years alone, and $180 million is
currently in the pipeline.

Equal weightage is being given to
investments. In the last decade, India has
invested more than $2 billion in Sri Lanka.
But underscoring its capacity to bring
external players to the region and promote
development, India has convinced the UAE
to help develop Trincomalee as an energy
hub. This MoU was finalised during Modi’s
visit. Modi and Dissanayake also virtually
inaugurated the Sampur solar project, which
is being implemented as a joint venture.
Recently, the West Container Terminal
of Colombo Port—a largescale Indian
private investment (by the Adani Group)—
also launched its operations.

There also seems to be a better
understanding of each other’s concerns
and interests. India has cautiously engaged
with the new dispensation that was elected
on the promises of broader political and
economic reforms and transparency. India
has not officially reacted to the government's
finalising and cancelling of Indian projects
based on their politics and interests. For
instance, the new government has reversed
its decisions to privatise SOEs and critical
infrastructure even as Indian firms expressed
interest in investing in them. It has also
pushed for the withdrawal of Adani energy
projects in Mannar and Pooneryn, and has
even maintained silence over the land bridge
connectivity project. Similarly, Modi, for the
second time, has avoided using the word
“r3thamendment” in the joint statement—
hinting at India’s understanding of the
new government’s complexities, and
hopes for a quick and permanent solution
to the ethnic issue.

On the other hand, realising India’s
concerns about increasing Chinese influence,
the Sri Lankan president has assured Delhi
that the island nation would not cause
any harm to Indian security or interests.
Furthermore, both leaders signed the
MoU on the defence sector, leading toan
umbrella framework that intensifies and
institutionalises cooperation in the defence
industry, port calls, and capacity building.
This also demonstrates the government's

willingness to be part of Delhi's strategic and
security architecture and reap mutual benefits
from this cooperation. A crucial aspect of

this defence cooperation from an Indian
perspective is to also push back against

China in the region, especially by helping

Sri Lanka with hydrography capacity building.

And by agreeing to deepen ties with India
in the maritime sector, Sri Lanka has also
demonstrated sensitivity to India’s concerns.

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Pragmatism is redefining India-Sri Lanka relations

RIME MINISTER Narendra Modi's
visit to Sri Lanka from April 4 to 6
was his fourth official visit to the
island nation in the last 1o years.
He is also the first foreign leader to visit
the country since the Janatha Vimukthi
Peramuna (JVP)-led National People’s
Power (NPP) alliance came to power in
September 2024. While economic conditions
mandated the new Sri Lankan government
to pragmatically engage with its neighbour,
the recent visit of the Indian prime minister
demonstrated improving ties between the
countries. Both governments seem more
forthcoming in engaging and understanding
each other’s interests and concerns.
When Sri Lanka descended into a multi-
faceted crisis in late 2021, India strategised
a four-pillar initiative to help itsisland
neighbour. It focused on assisting the country
with emergency supplies (food, medicine,
fuel, etc) through aid and credit lines; helped
with balance of payment through currency
swaps, and debt restructuring; pushed for
modernisation and development of the
Trincomalee oil farms; and facilitated Indian
investments in sectors of energy, logistics,

connectivity, infrastructure, and ports.
These four pillars were intended to

further Indian interests, promote regional
security, address Sri Lanka's immediate and
long-term concerns, and promote people-
centric development.

By the ninth presidential election, this
assistance stood at $4 billion. Given the
magnitude of assistance and India’s
economic clout, presidential candidate
Anura Dissanayake recognised the
need for a productive engagement with India.
His promises of making Sri Lanka a hub of
trade, tourism, and logistics could be fulfilled
only by ensuring good ties with Delhi.

This closely coincided with Delhi’s push

for grants and investment-led growth in

Sri Lanka. As aresult, following his victory,
India was his maiden destination fora
foreign visit. In a very brief period, he has
fostered close personal ties with the Indian
leadership and grandly welcomed

Modi to Sri Lanka. Dissanayake also awarded
the country’s highest civilian honour to Modi
during his visit. On multiple occasions, both
leaders have referred to the other as “friend”.

During this two-day visit, India and
Sri Lanka signed seven MoUs, cementing
this grant and investment-led partnership.
One MoU promoted inter-grid connectivity
for the import/export of power—which will
ensure energy security and revenues for Sri
Lanka. Another MoU was related to the multi-
sectoral grant assistance for Eastern Province,
worth 2.37 billion LKR ($8 million) and
covering over 33 projects related to education,
health, agriculture, fisheries, etc. Besides,
in the last six months, India has converted
over $100 million of its loans to grants
used for socio-economic and infrastructure
development, such as renovating the
Kankesanthurai Port in Jaffna, and rail
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connectivity. It has also offered a grant of
$780 million to Sri Lanka, $265 million of
which has been used for over 40 projects in
the last 10 years alone, and $180 million is
currently in the pipeline.

Equal weightage is being given to
investments. In the last decade, India has
invested more than $2 billion in Sri Lanka.
But underscoring its capacity to bring
external players to the region and promote
development, India has convinced the UAE
to help develop Trincomalee as an energy
hub. This MoU was finalised during Modi’s
visit. Modi and Dissanayake also virtually
inaugurated the Sampur solar project, which
is being implemented as a joint venture.
Recently, the West Container Terminal
of Colombo Port—a largescale Indian
private investment (by the Adani Group)—
also launched its operations.

There also seems to be a better
understanding of each other’s concerns
and interests. India has cautiously engaged
with the new dispensation that was elected
on the promises of broader political and
economic reforms and transparency. India
has not officially reacted to the government's
finalising and cancelling of Indian projects
based on their politics and interests. For
instance, the new government has reversed
its decisions to privatise SOEs and critical
infrastructure even as Indian firms expressed
interest in investing in them. It has also
pushed for the withdrawal of Adani energy
projects in Mannar and Pooneryn, and has
even maintained silence over the land bridge
connectivity project. Similarly, Modi, for the
second time, has avoided using the word
“r3thamendment” in the joint statement—
hinting at India’s understanding of the
new government’s complexities, and
hopes for a quick and permanent solution
to the ethnic issue.

On the other hand, realising India’s
concerns about increasing Chinese influence,
the Sri Lankan president has assured Delhi
that the island nation would not cause
any harm to Indian security or interests.
Furthermore, both leaders signed the
MoU on the defence sector, leading toan
umbrella framework that intensifies and
institutionalises cooperation in the defence
industry, port calls, and capacity building.
This also demonstrates the government's

willingness to be part of Delhi's strategic and
security architecture and reap mutual benefits
from this cooperation. A crucial aspect of

this defence cooperation from an Indian
perspective is to also push back against

China in the region, especially by helping

To which a despondent
Pyrrhusreportedlyreplied,“If Iachievesuchavictoryagain, Ishall be forced toreturn
to Epirus without asingle soldier.” Despite the victory, his best generals were dead,
his friends vanquished, his army demolished, the morale of the few still standing
destroyed, and with no new soldiers to recruit. The Romans, on the other hand,
had reservestorecruit from and new zeal to energise their army. The term ‘Pyrrhic
victory’isderived from thisevent where the technically victoriousarmy wasrazed
tothe ground, with costsso heavy that the victory seemed meaningless.

Congress leader Rahul Gandhi is emerging as a virtuoso of Pyrrhic victories in
politics, dedicated to a revisionist worldview that entails heavy costs on his party
andsocietysothathiswokeideascan prevail. Thatoften translatestonaive opinions
andasuperficial politics, erasingnuancesand complexities.

In America’s Cultural Revolution: How the Radical Lzft Con-
quered Everything, Christopher F Rufo outlines how the final
key element of CRT is actually critical race praxis, or the ap-
plication of the theory to practical politics. Crenshaw and
her colleagues explicitly adopted Karl Marx’s dictum in the
‘Eleventh Thesis on Feuerbach’ that the purpose of philoso-
phy is not to interpret the world but to change it. “Unlike
some academic disciplines, critical race theory containsan
activist dimension. It triesnot only tounderstand our social situ-
ation but to change it,” Richard Delgado and Jean Stefancic an-
nounced in the opening of Critical Race Theory: An Introduction.
“Streetactivists, fortheir part,need new theoriesto challenge
asocial order that treats minorities and the poorso badly. By the
same token, theorists need the infusionof energy that comes from

Thesurvey was not carried out
by the Census authorities but by the Ministry of Rural Develop-
ment. The report was not released during UPA's term but only
inzo1s,ayear after the Modigovernment had come to power.

toacompletestandstill. It showedhow portersfleeced unsuspect-
ing commuters, even sold or illegally leased their trade badges
with numbers on themto other needy unemployed forseveral
lakhs, and lent muscle and drew clout from palitical and other
patronage, something quite common before the Modi govern-
ment came Lo power.

Threedecades after the release of Coolic, in 2014, Rahul Gandhi
landed atarailwaystationand,in astagedi ction, wasseen lis
tening toa portersaying, “Otherscalltheir father Babuji athome,
weusethatword dozens of times withstrangersontheplatformin
order tobeg forone fareaday."In 2023, atthe Anand Vihar Railway
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Station,Gandhionce again popped up in Congressvideos,
AjayMakeninattendance,donningthe trademark redshirt
of the porters, appearing to haul heavy (wheeled) luggage
on hishead. Some porters at the event said nothing much
had changed for themand their work conditions since his
last interaction with them.

Afterthestampedeat the New Delhirailway stationin-
volvingatrainbound forthe Kumbh Mela,which resulted
in several deaths, Rahul Gandhi wasted no timein trying
tomonetise the tragedy politically. He hailed the bravery
of porters during the stampede and promised to fight for
their rights. He highlighted theirfinancial strugglesand
emphasised theirrole in assisting passengers, vowing to
present theirdemands to the government.

This was not his first choreographed interaction with
workers on the lower rungs of society. But it was obvi
ousthata calculated political game wason toattack the
image ofa young Narendra Modi selling tea at a railway
station and his neglect of the interests of these sections,
rather than any genuine concern for their rights. Earlier
instances of such interaction by Gandhi had included
those with long distance truck drivers; fishermen in Ker-
ala;rural cooks; vegetable sellers; farmers, the women among
whaom were invited to lunch at Sonia Gandhi’s home; locomo-
tive drivers; gig workers;and so on. Once the social media PRis

There were no private toilets, noseparate kitchens, no
fresh water supply, no green spaces, and noroom even fora pot
ted plant. Women, in particular, faced immense hardships. There
wererepeatedoutbreaksof tuberculosisand othercommunicable
diseases. The claustrophobicliving spacesreachedintomakeshift
attics, narrow balconies, and two feet by two feet sleeping spaces.
By now, Dharavi had long become home to not just the Koli folk
butalsopoorworkers fromacrossthe country, including Gujaratis,
Marathis, Telugusand Tamils. More importantly, itbecame the
hubofamassiveinformal economy,and tanneries, dyeing, pottery
works, etcspread into the livingspaces.

Political gambits like those Rahul Gandhi used on the DRP
maynot have workedat the hustingsin Maharashtrabut the Con-
gressleaderbelievesinmultiplearrowsinhisquiverinthe desper-
ate hope that one of them will hit bull’s eye. In August last year,
he rubbished as “insensitive thinking" the Modi government's
decision toimpose 18 per cent Goods and Services Tax (GST) on
healthand life insurance, allegedly making itunaffordableorat
least lessaffordable to poorer sections of society. The LoP in Lok
Sabha, posting on X, demanded the removal of 18 per cent GST
onlifeand healthinsurance premiums. Hesaidthe Modigovern
ment collected 224,000 crore from millions of Indians who pay
healthinsurance premium every yearby saving every penny.

Battle of Heraclea. He emerged victorious once again in the Battle of Asculumin
279 BCE, during the Pyrrhic War. After the latter battle, Greek historian Plutarch
says, one soldier brought the king word of his victory. To which a despondent
Pyrrhusreportedlyreplied,“If Iachievesuchavictoryagain, Ishall be forced toreturn
to Epirus without asingle soldier.” Despite the victory, his best generals were dead,
his friends vanquished, his army demolished, the morale of the few still standing
destroyed, and with no new soldiers to recruit. The Romans, on the other hand,
had reservestorecruit from and new zeal to energise their army. The term ‘Pyrrhic
victory’isderived from thisevent where the technically victoriousarmy wasrazed
tothe ground, with costsso heavy that the victory seemed meaningless.

Congress leader Rahul Gandhi is emerging as a virtuoso of Pyrrhic victories in
politics, dedicated to a revisionist worldview that entails heavy costs on his party
andsocietysothathiswokeideascan prevail. Thatoften translatestonaive opinions
andasuperficial politics, erasingnuancesand complexities. Hisworldview hasthe
appeal ofaMickey Mousetoakindergartenaudience. Yet Gandhihaslittleof Mickey

“Critical scholars derive their vision of
legalideology in part from the work of Antonio Gramsci," wrote
Kimberlé W Crenshaw, American civil rights advocateand CRT
scholar, in Critical Race Theory: The Key Writings That Formed
the Movement. In examining domination as a combination of
physical coercion and ideological control, Gramsdi articulat-
ed the concept of hegemony, the means by which a system of
attitudes and beliefs, permeating both popular consciousness
and the ideology of elites, reinforces existing social arrange-
mentsand convincesthedominantclassthat theexistingorder
isinevitable.

Accordingto the narrative of CRT, Americaninstitutions perpetu-
ated this invisible white supremacy while mystifyingit through
appealstomerit, neutrality,colour blindness, andequal protection
under law—all of which wereillusions designed to protect the
“racistideology” andmaterial interestsof the ruling dass
In America’s Cultural Revolution: How the Radical Lzft Con-
quered Everything, Christopher F Rufo outlines how the final
key element of CRT is actually critical race praxis, or the ap-
plication of the theory to practical politics. Crenshaw and
her colleagues explicitly adopted Karl Marx’s dictum in the
‘Eleventh Thesis on Feuerbach’ that the purpose of philoso-
phy is not to interpret the world but to change it. “Unlike
some academic disciplines, critical race theory containsan
activist dimension. It triesnot only tounderstand our social situ-
ation but to change it,” Richard Delgado and Jean Stefancic an-
nounced in the opening of Critical Race Theory: An Introduction.
“Streetactivists, fortheir part,need new theoriesto challenge
asocial order that treats minorities and the poorso badly. By the
same token, theorists need the infusionof energy that comes from

exposure toreal-world problems, both as a galvanizing force for
scholarship and asa reality test for their writing. As forcriticiz-
ing the existing system, the critics respond that they are indeed
at work developing a vision toreplace it,” wrote Mari Matsuda,
academicand CRTactivist.

Thelenses through which Gandhi viewsa progressive India
stand in sharp contrast to the prism through which his great
grandfather Jawaharlal Nehru had seen the country’s future.
Inaletter he wrote to chief ministerson June 27, 1961, Nehru
emphasised the need to empower backward groups by giving
them access to good and technical education, not by reserving
jobs based on caste and creed: “I dislike any kind of reservation,
more particularly in services. I react strongly against anything
whichleadstoinefficiencyand second ratestandards.Iwant my
country tobea first classcountryin everything Themoment we
encourage thesecond-rate, we are lost. Theonly real way to help
the backward group is togive opportunitiesof good education,
especially technical education..”

Nehru wasalsoconcerned about the consequences of com-
munal reservations, “Butif we goin for reservations on acom-
munal and caste basis, we swamp the bright and able people
and remain second-rate or third rate," he had cautioned. “Tam
grievedto leam of how farthisbusinessof reservation hasgone
based oncommunal considerations. It hasamazed metoleam
that even promotionsare based sometimes oncommunal and
caste considerations. Thisway liesnotonly folly, but disaster, Let
ushelp the backward groups by all meansbut neverat the cost
of efficiency.”(Letters For A Nation: From Jawaharial Nehru to His
ChiefMinisters, 1947-1963 edited by Madhav Khosla)

Whilehighlighting hislack of supportforbothcommunaland
caste based quotas injobs, Nehru, however, asserted the need for
affirmative action in the new nation. “Itis true that we aretied up
withcertainrulesand conventionsabouthelpngScheduled Castes
and Tribes. They deserve help but,even so, 1 dislike any kind of
reservation, more particularly inservices " hehad added.

Nehru'’s grandson Rajiv Gandhidid not stray teo far from
that path either. In 1990, as LoP, he told Lok Sabha, “The Con-
gressisforall assistance to ‘Socially and Educationally Back-
ward Classes’ (SEBCs). But weare notin favour of having such
measures being cornered by one particular group within the
SEBCs.” On September 6, 1990, in a discussion on the Mandal
Commission Report and Measures for Promotion of Employ-
ment for Youth in Addition toReservationsfor Sociallyand Edu
cationally Backward Classes, Rajiv Gandhi accused then Prime
Minister VP Singh of implementing the recommendations of

That the
biggest beneficiariesof the Modi govern-
ment’s pro-poar schemesare Dalits, OBCs
andtribals, pulling 25 crore people out of
poverty, scems tobea technical glitchin
Rahul Gandhi's worldview:

Speaking after inaugurating 1.3
lakh houses under the PM Awas Yojana
(PMAY) via video conferencein February
2024, Modi had said that havinghisown
house is a guarantee of a better future for
any poor person. In Gujarat alone, the state government allocat-
ed 1.3 lakh houses for the eligible poor, rubbishing the Opposi-
tion's allegation that SCs, STs and OBCs were being ignored by
BJP. Much of the heat over demands for higher reservations for
different castesisactually political opportunism and reflects an
unprincipled position. Rajiv Gandhi’s rggo speech serves as the
best exposé of Congress’ current duplicity on the issue of caste-
based quotas.

Thiswasnot thefirsttime Congressdeveloped cold feetonthe
matter.In2011,the UPA 2 governmentordered the Socio Econom-
icand Caste Census (SECC) that was done through door-to-door
enumeration inJune of that year. Thesurvey was not carried out
by the Census authorities but by the Ministry of Rural Develop-
ment. The report was not released during UPA's term but only
inzo1s,ayear after the Modigovernment had come to power.

stations, the huboftravel, businessand personallifedecisionsfor
severallakhsofordinary intercity and rural tourbancommuters,
toacompletestandstill. It showedhow portersfleeced unsuspect-
ing commuters, even sold or illegally leased their trade badges
with numbers on themto other needy unemployed forseveral
lakhs, and lent muscle and drew clout from palitical and other
patronage, something quite common before the Modi govern-
ment came Lo power.

Threedecades after the release of Coolic, in 2014, Rahul Gandhi
landed atarailwaystationand,in astagedi ction, wasseen lis
tening toa portersaying, “Otherscalltheir father Babuji athome,
weusethatword dozens of times withstrangersontheplatformin
order tobeg forone fareaday."In 2023, atthe Anand Vihar Railway
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Station,Gandhionce again popped up in Congressvideos,
AjayMakeninattendance,donningthe trademark redshirt
of the porters, appearing to haul heavy (wheeled) luggage
on hishead. Some porters at the event said nothing much
had changed for themand their work conditions since his
last interaction with them.

Afterthestampedeat the New Delhirailway stationin-
volvingatrainbound forthe Kumbh Mela,which resulted
in several deaths, Rahul Gandhi wasted no timein trying
tomonetise the tragedy politically. He hailed the bravery
of porters during the stampede and promised to fight for
their rights. He highlighted theirfinancial strugglesand
emphasised theirrole in assisting passengers, vowing to
present theirdemands to the government.

This was not his first choreographed interaction with
workers on the lower rungs of society. But it was obvi
ousthata calculated political game wason toattack the
image ofa young Narendra Modi selling tea at a railway
station and his neglect of the interests of these sections,
rather than any genuine concern for their rights. Earlier
instances of such interaction by Gandhi had included
those with long distance truck drivers; fishermen in Ker-
ala;rural cooks; vegetable sellers; farmers, the women among
whaom were invited to lunch at Sonia Gandhi’s home; locomo-
tive drivers; gig workers;and so on.

Livingconditions were,and mostlyre-
main, terrible. Themaze likelanesleading toprecariously perched
living spacesweresonarrow that itwasdifficult tostand witharms
akimbo. There were no private toilets, noseparate kitchens, no
fresh water supply, no green spaces, and noroom even fora pot
ted plant. Women, in particular, faced immense hardships. There
wererepeatedoutbreaksof tuberculosisand othercommunicable
diseases. The claustrophobicliving spacesreachedintomakeshift
attics, narrow balconies, and two feet by two feet sleeping spaces.
By now, Dharavi had long become home to not just the Koli folk
butalsopoorworkers fromacrossthe country, including Gujaratis,
Marathis, Telugusand Tamils. More importantly, itbecame the
hubofamassiveinformal economy,and tanneries, dyeing, pottery
works, etcspread into the livingspaces.
